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If you have read histories such as David G. McCullough’s 1776 or novels such as To Try Men’s 
Souls: A Novel of George Washington and the Fight for American Freedom by Gingrich, Forstchen, 
and Hanser, you are aware of the importance of the grace of God in the founding of this nation. 
God’s providential interventions, faithful and courageous leadership, and prayerful dependence of 
our people enabled the badly outmanned Continental Army survive long enough to defeat the great-
est military power of that day.  

If our country is going to overcome enemies who seek our destruction, economic challenges, and 
political division today, it is going to take an extra measure of God’s grace and the prayers and ac-
tions of faithful citizens. I know that most of you take very seriously your responsibilities as American 
citizens. You give of yourselves in service. You stay informed and vote regularly. You pray for our 
country, especially for those in leadership. May you continue to do so and your numbers increase. 

Since its earliest beginnings, this nation has frequently called its people to pray. In 1775, the Conti-
nental Congress asked the colonies to pray for wisdom in resisting Great Britain’s excessive taxation 
and then in forming a nation. During the midst of the Civil War, President Lincoln proclaimed a day 
of “humiliation, fasting, and prayer.” 

In 1952, President Harry Truman signed a joint resolution by Congress declaring an annual, national 
day of prayer. In 1988, President Ronald Reagan set the first Thursday of May for this time of 
prayer. For the last few years, the Lake Area Ministers Group (LAMG) has sponsored a noontime 
prayer service on that day. 

On Thursday, May 6, 2010, University United Methodist Church will host this year’s service. The 
theme for this year’s event is “Prayer! For such a Time as This.” We will gather in our sanctuary to 
sing and pray at Noon and after the brief service, share a light lunch provided by our UMW in Safe 
Harbor. Prayers will be lifted up for government, church, military, family, education, media, and busi-
ness. Plan on being here and making our guests feel welcomed. 

The National Day of Prayer is important, but may we always heed the Apostle Paul and give priority 
to pray for all in leadership in our government “so that we may lead a quiet and peaceable life in all 
godliness and dignity.” (1 Timothy 2:1-2)
